4. First Announcement - Workshop

Critical levels of ozone: further applying and developing the flux- based concept

Obergurgl, Tyrol, Austria

15-19 November 2005

Background

Critical levels for ground-level ozone have been developed through a series of Convention workshops: Bad Harzburg 1988, Egham 1992, Bern 1993, Kuopio 1996, Gerzensee 1999, and Gothenburg 2002. At the beginning of this series of workshops critical levels were defined using a Level I approach. This simple approach might imply that the method can only be used to evaluate the potential risk to the vegetation. However, in order to quantify impacts of ozone and their economic consequences for vegetation, the Level II approach took into account factors modifying ozone uptake by the foliage, differences in ozone tolerance between species, spatial and temporal differences in phenology, and how ozone affects plant communities. A fist step towards the flux concept was made in Gothenburg in 2002. This approach takes into links the internal dose (i.e. the amount of ozone taken up foliage) with the plants response. 

Objectives

The meeting will consist of plenary sessions with keynote speakers,  poster sessions, working groups and one (half-day) excursion to  timberline and alpine environment. The overall concept of the  workshop is to validate the flux concept and the primary objectives  are to: Further develop methods for applying flux-effect relationships for  impact assessments at different geographical levels including  consideration of uncertainties; Review the provisional flux-based critical level for forest trees,  and to consider progress in establishing flux-based critical levels  for additional crops not currently included in the mapping manual; Assess progress with the development of canopy/stand level ozone flux- effect models and methods for crops and forest trees; Assess progress with the development of flux-effect models for (semi) natural vegetation; Identify areas of further work for crops, (semi-) natural vegetation and forest trees. All participants are encouraged to prepare and to bring data with them to assist the discussions during the working group sessions.

Submission of background papers

Workshop participants are invited to submit background papers related to flux-effect (dose-response) relationships in forest trees, crops, semi-natural, and natural vegetation, as well as modelling ozone uptake at the stand or canopy level. Submitted contributions will be compiled in a background document, to be circulated to all workshop participants four weeks before the meeting. Background papers, group reports, and the final report of the workshop will then be published as working proceedings by the organising committee. There is also the possibility of publishing 16 to 18 of the papers given at the workshop in a special issue of Environmental Pollution.

The workshop will be held in Obergurgl, north-west of Innsbruck  (Austria), at the Piccard-Saal, 15-19 November 2005. The Piccard-Saal is in walking distance (about 100 m) to the hotel where accommodation will be arranged. Obergurgl is about 100 km from Insbruck/Kranewitten Airport. The next larger airports are München/Franz Josef Strauß and Zürich/Kloten. Obergurgl can be reached by train and bus. at Technische Universität München, Freising, Germany

Two positions are open for PhD-candidates (BAT IIa/2) within the  Collaborative Research Center (SFB 607) "Growth and Parasite Defence" funded by the DFG since 1998. The objectives are the mechanistic understanding of plant-plant competition between beech and spruce under disturbances, like increased ozone (O3) concentrations. The project includes a unique free-air O3 fumigation system within the canopy of a mature forest, where the canopy is readily accessible via scaffoldings and canopy crane. Position I within the SFB 607-subproject B4 "Competition of adult beech and spruce trees under disturbance by O3 and gap formation" (contact: Dr. K.-H. Häberle): Nitrogen uptake and its allocation within adult forest trees will be studied in a 15N labelling experiment. O3 released directly into the crowns of spruce and beech is used as disturbance to improve the understanding of N regulation processes. Related are measurements of root growth, respiration and water uptake which contribute to analyse the competitive ability of the two tree species. Position II within the SFB 607-subproject B5 "C-allocation of juvenile and adult trees: Impact of competition, disturbance by O3 and ontogenetic scaling" (contact: PD Dr. T. Grams): In 2005, above and below-ground C- and N-allocation of 3-4 year old beech and spruce (model ecosystems) will be traced via stable isotopes (13C, 15N) in a phytotron experiment. In the following year the experiments focus on the C-allocation of adult trees traced via 13C (CO2 exposure of complete tree crowns). Ambitious candidates with a strong background/interest in experimental work, carrying a degree (Diploma/MSc) in Ecology, Botany or Forestry are strongly encouraged to apply. Experience in plant ecophysiology, ideally with an emphasis on stable isotopes, photosynthesis, water relations and statistical evaluation will be advantageous. Persons appointed will work in close cooperation with other members and groups within the SFB 607. The starting date is January 2005.
