1.0 2006 Annual Meeting of the Group and International Symposium on Managerial Economics and Accounting in an Evolving Paradigm of Forest Management:
As many of you already know, the 2006 annual meeting and International Symposium on Managerial Economics and Accounting in an Evolving Paradigm of Forest Management was held at the University of Applied Forest Science, Rottenburg, Germany, May 17 -20, 2006. I would like to express my very sincere thanks to Prof. Wolfgang Tzschupke for his outstanding organization of the symposium. I would also like to express our thanks, on behalf of all of you, to Dr. Bastian Kaiser, the Head of Rottenburg University of Applied Sciences and the Vice-Mayor of Rottenburg for their support and hospitality. I am also thankful to other members of organising committee – Prof. Hans A. JÖBSTL and Jean-Luc PEYRON, and all the participants who made this event successful by their participation.

The symposium was attended by about 50 people from about 10 countries, and about 25 papers were presented. The papers covered a wide range of topics including forestry accounting, timber quality assessment, valuation of forest assets, financial compensations for contract-based regimes, non-timber objectives and forest management, forestry in the context of national accounting,  forest management decisions considering multiple stakeholders, learning organizations, and post-Newtonian economics. The organisers are working on the publication of the proceedings of the symposium.

I will try to send the reviewers comments to the authors by the end of December, and we should be able to publish the proceedings by March 2007.

3.0 A Special Issue of Forest Policy and Economics on “Economic Perspectives and Analyses of Multiple Forest Values and Sustainable Forest Management”


I have submitted all the accepted manuscripts, for this special issue, to Prof. Max Krott, the Editor, Forest Policy and Economics, and he has accepted our submission. Hence, this special issue will be soon published. The issue is based on the selected papers from the three sessions which were organised by the IUFRO 4.05.00 at the XXII IUFRO World Congress, Brisbane, August 8-13, 2005. The special issue includes 12 papers which are grouped in three sections: (i) Economic perspectives on sustainable forest management; (ii) Multiple forest values and economic analysis; and (iii) Multiple forest values and Policy Instruments
