2.0 Next Annual Meeting of the Group and International Symposium:
The next annual meeting of the group and international symposium will be held at the University of Applied Forest Sciences, Rottenburg, Germany, May 17 – 20, 2006. The title of the symposium is: 
MANAGERIAL ECONOMICS AND ACCOUNTING IN AN EVOLVING PARADIGM OF FOREST MANAGEMENT

Objectives of the Symposium 
The global society is passing through an evolutionary stage with respect to forest management, and social, economic, and ecological factors are expected to make long-lasting contributions to forest management. The accelerated economic growth in developing world with continuing economic growth in the developed world, glob-alization, and continuous population growth in developing countries are increasing human pressure on forests for wood-based products such as fuelwood, lumber, pulp and paper, furniture, and oriented strand board. At the same time, change in socie-tal values of global community is increasing pressure on forests for non-timber goods and services, such as recreation, biodiversity, wildlife habitat, carbon seques-tration, aesthetic, and Aboriginal values. As a result the emphasis in forest man-agement objectives is shifting from an often exclusive and singular commercial tim-ber production to a broader and multipurpose approach. This dynamics of forest management poses numerous challenges to the discipline and professionals associ-ated with managerial economics and accounting. 

These challenges are not specific to the present because most of these are ex-pected to continue and some new ones will probably emerge in future. But their magnitude and, sometimes, their direction could hardly be predicted. With multi-purpose approach, risks and uncertainties associated with natural and social proc-esses will pose new challenges. 

Science aims at diminishing these risks and uncertainties and making the future more predictable. New efforts have to be made to progress in that direction. How-ever, it appears clearly that many doubts will remain. They are a source of threats but they can probably also give rise to opportunities. It is necessary to reduce the number and impacts of threats and to favour opportunities. 

For the moment, forestry has not been organised for such a moving context. It has mainly been constituted in a well defined framework, oriented toward a precise goal to be reached in a fixed time. Yet, certain flexibility has been progressively intro-duced but it should probably be much reinforced. Thus, efforts have to be made in order to elaborate decision making procedures for forest management adapted to an uncertain and evolving world.

In that perspective the symposium is designed to explore and examine some of the managerial economics and accounting questions related to the evolving paradigm of forest management – management for multiple functions.
 The symposium will cover the following themes:
1. An economic and/or accounting perspective of the evolving paradigm of forest management 
· Economic perspective of the evolution of forest management at local, regional, national and international levels
· Accounting perspective of the evolution of forest management at enterprise, lo-cal, regional, national and international levels
2. The evolving paradigm and its implications for forest management deci-sion making
· The economic implications of a growing influence of multiple stakeholders in for-est management decision making
· Incorporation of non-market goods and services in forest economics and ac-counting 
· The economics of competition between industrial organized forestry (with pure stand plantations with shorter rotation periods) and nature oriented forestry (with mixed uneven-aged stands)
3. Forest management decision-making under uncertain environment
· Production goal, production length and reversibility of decisions
· The adaptation of forest management concepts to economic fuzziness
· Sensitivity analyses of models directed toward decision making
· Tools for improving the management decising making, controlling and reporting of the individual forest enterprise
