Scientific summaries or “policy reports”

As of 2005, scientific summaries or “policy reports” will be presented more prominently in IUFRO media, especially in IUFRO News and on the IUFRO Web site.  These reports may be related to meetings or events of relevance in IUFRO Divisions, Task Forces, Projects and Programmes, and shall present substantial information on progress, processes and – most of all – results in forest science and related disciplines in a concise and attractive style. The reports shall reflect the contributions of IUFRO activities to topical issues in forest science that are of a broad interest and possibly related to international processes and debates. This will contribute to draw more attention to the scientific results of IUFRO activities and increase the visibility of IUFRO’s work.

Guidelines for authors:
· Maximum total length of report: 500 Words
· Attractive heading: not too long 

· Name(s) and IUFRO function(s) of author(s) or contact person(s)
· Short outline of the topic as an introduction to the theme 

· Description and rationale of the activity to which the report relates

· Main discussion points or controversial issues

· Scientific findings or conclusions; outlook to future activities in this field 

· Suitable photograph(s) (minimum resolution 150 dpi, jpg or tiff format) 
with legend(s) and name(s) of photographer(s) 
· Hyperlinks: For more detailed information, we will add active hyperlinks to the homepages of the IUFRO Units involved or to other background documents. 

· Technical data: 

A maximum of 100 words out of the 500 in a short paragraph at the end of the text:

title, date and venue of the meeting(s) (if the report is related to a meeting)
