Short Report of the Meeting of 4.04.03 SilvaPlan

Warsaw, 31.08 – 3.09.07, 

at the Forestry Faculty, Warsaw University of Life Sciences
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After the opening and the welcome by the Coordinator of the Working Party, the Dean of the Forestry Faculty welcomed the participants, the Vice-Dean presented an overview of the activities of the University. A reception and lunch offered by the Rector closed the official part of the meeting.

As unfortunately it was not possible for all authors to come to the meeting, O Griess and R Prüller reported on the present situation of the work in the respective languages. This was done on the basis of written reports by the authors or by knowing about the progress through close contacts.

Turkish: The Turkish version has made good progress. Alper H. Colak had asked for forwarding the equivalents in other languages (right column of the publication). R Prüller will extract the data and send them to Istanbul by the end of September. 

Romanian: Filimon Carcea is in Canada at present and is working on the finalization of the Romanian version. The Romanian equivalents are already contained in the French version and they will also be published in the Italian version.

Czech: Roland Wiesner has finalized his work, the last revision will be done by Prof. Tesař (Brno), who will send the final version to Renate at the end of October. Open questions, in particular regarding the means of publication and the possible organization of our next annual meeting at the Academy of Trutnov will be discussed during O Griess' visit at Trutnov at the end of September. 

Hungarian: The Hungarian version is now accessible from the SilvaTerm terminology database (http://www.iufro.org/science/special/silvavoc/silvaterm/). At present, it is not foreseen to provide a printed version.  

After the reports, the authors present discussed the following open questions in detail:

Polish: First, the work on the Polish version was discussed. The terms had been classified already according to their respective difficulties and had been assigned to several collaborating authors. Terms which had not been sent with a German nor an English definition will be subject to clarification with R Prüller. The problems of introducing new Polish terms was discussed.  After internal evaluation of their importance, new Polish terms shall be sent with a definition (in English or German translation) to the collaborators of 4.04.03 who will provide equivalent terms in their respective languages if possible. During the next year, it will be decided in which way the Polish version will be published. In any case, the Polish terms and definitions will be available in the SilvaTerm terminology database.

Italian: In the course of the meeting, the Italian version was finalized with G Unterthiner. M Broll will provide the translation of the preface by mid-September and send it to Vienna. Then the Italian version can be printed by the end of September. 

Discussion on the future of 4.04.03
Starting from change of office periods in 2010, first thoughts were discussed with regard to the future work programme of the Working Party. Then it was decided unanimously:

1.) The Working Unit 4.04.03 will continue its work in the next period. 

2.) The versions which at present are not terminated yet shall be finalized possibly by the end of 2009 and should be published or incorporated into the SilvaTerm database at 
IUFRO HQ.

3.) In the context of the continuation of the Working Party, it has to be considered if the work should be continued in the present volume or if, additionally, new working areas should be addressed according to practical needs and in order to show a higher degree of flexibility. 

A few thoughts in this respect have been mentioned already in the course of the discussion:

New publication or complete revision of the English version (in particular with regard to new emerging English terms), additions in other published languages, revision of an old IUFRO publication on forest standard symbols and increased exchange with other IUFRO Units, in particular within 4.04.00. 

Further work of the group is linked to the support of the IUFRO SilvaVoc project, in particular regarding taking over of terminology data into the SilvaTerm database and the necessary assistance with layouting the publications. During the meeting R Prüller presented the new layout of the SilvaTerm database and demonstrated its features to the participants.

During the meeting, visits took place to the Natolin natural forest reserve and the education forest and arboretum at Rogow.

In the afternoon of the 3rd September the meeting was closed by O Griess who expressed his special thanks to the organisers of the Meeting. 
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
