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Objective of the workshop
Accountancy networks and other data collecting technologies are used frequently to provide relevant information on the economic development of forest enterprises and the key drivers of owner’s decisions. Much research has been undertaken and important advancements made in recent years. The purpose of this workshop is to bring together key researchers to present their experiences and the current state of knowledge in this important area, including recent advances in different new approaches and technologies concerning data collection, processing and presentation. It also aims to promote the exchange between scientists, operators and users of these data systems. 
Main topics are:
· New developments in accountancy networks systems.
· Critical assessments of previous experiences with accountancy network systems and lessons for future development of systems
· New approaches in temporary and permanent data-collection systems of forest economic data.
· Key figures for forest economic monitoring and management under different spatial conditions
· Data-processing.
· User-oriented presentation of results in different media (internet, print).
· Results concerning the economic development in small scale and medium sized forest enterprises.

Venue and logistical aspects

The symposium will take place in Freiburg, one of the most popular cities in Germany and well known for its beautiful landscape and tourist attractions including the gothic cathedral and the medieval town gates. Freiburg is located in the South-West of Germany, close to the Swiss and French borders. 
To reach Freiburg, the most convenient
 way is: 
By plane to: 
Frankfurt/Main airport; then high-speed train (ICE) from Frankfurt (about two hours) 
or 
Basel-Mulhouse-Freiburg airport, then buses from Basel (about 1 hour).

A light midday meal is part of the symposium package, but lodging and dinner are not provided by the organisers, except for the Workshop dinner. 

Details of hotels with special lodging-rates and the place of the conference sessions will be provided later.

In addition an optional post-workshop tour is offered (which is not part of the symposium registration package). The post workshop tour will highlight historical and actual aspects of the role of different income sources in regional economics, with special regard to forestry and local wood industry. 
The weather in Freiburg in November is unpredictable, although it is mostly cold at this time of year, with average temperatures from 0-5 Celsius (morning) to 4-10 Celsius (afternoon). Some rain is probable. Therefore warm and waterproof clothing is necessary. As for enjoying the tour, mountain shoes are recommended.
