2) Meeting report (max. 100 words per paragraph)
Key issues discussed/latest findings in the field:

a) Diagnosis of pine wilt disease (identification methods / taxonomy and systematics of nematode / 

pathogenicity of pine wood nematode)
b) Insect vector of pine wilt disease (taxonomy and systematics / biological and physiological characteristics / ecology and insect modeling)

c) Interactions among nematode, insect, microbes, and host (nematode and insect vector / nematode vs. microbes / insect vs. microbes / interrelationship among nematode, insect and host)
d) Control methods and management strategies (chemical, physical, biological methods / silvicultural control and restoration / establishment of management strategy)
e) Monitoring and epidemiology of pine wilt disease (techniques for monitoring / analysis of dispersal pattern of disease, international trade and pathways)
Prior to the sessions on the key issues above, 6 keynote lectures to present the current situation of PWD in Europe (especially Portugal and Spain), China, Japan and Korea were delivered.
Conclusions (if possible, summarize key conclusions across presentations):
The latest situation of pine wilt disease (PWD) damage in the world and research progress were shared among the participants. Each country/area is at different stage of PWD outbreak, as well as social conditions and/or perception, and this requires different approaches to cope with PWD while the fundamental knowledge should be shared. Development and application of genetic analysis promotes further understanding of the host-pathogen interactions and other aspects in PWD system. 
There may some conflict of views in the taxonomical status of Monochamus alternatus, the most important vector of the pinewood nematode in Asia, which would be resolved by international cooperation in this field of study.
Innovation and improvement of control methods/strategies are strongly needed. Some of the methods such as the clear-cutting method to eliminate asymptomatic carrier trees in pine stands and trunk injections are controversial and needed further studies. Newest technology of a systematic use of drones to detect the PWD damaged trees in Korea was introduced and attracted attention. 
The working party made a short close meeting to make a balance of the activity and prepare the election of the next coordination members that took place on the last day conference plenary. The elected members are: coordinator - Christelle Robinet (INRA, France), Deputies - Luís Bonifácio (INIAV, Portugal), Hyerim Han (NIFS, Korea), Katsunori Nakamura (FFPRI, Japan). 

Outlook to future activities (proceedings, future meetings, other):
The next meeting is planned to be held in France in 2019 or later
A satellite meeting on Pine Wilt Disease is being prepared in the frame of the IUFRO 125th anniversary congress 2017 (Freiburg, Germany). In addition to the online submission, the title of the communication should be sent to christelle.robinet@inra.fr (before Nov 30th, 2016) to let the organizers know that the given communication is associated to the PWD session.
Background information (meeting context):
Due to the worldwide spread of pine wilt disease, our working party organizes international meeting at 3-4-year intervals with the site alternating between Europe and Asia. The meeting aims to facilitate international exchange of information on all aspects of the issue among scientists, as well as government officials coping with the disease. The previous meeting was held in Germany (Braunschweig) in 2013.
