The third European Hardwood Conference
September 3, 2007, Sopron, Hungary
In 2007, the conference Issues of Hardwood Research and Utilisation in Europe was organised for the third time in Sopron, Hungary. The participants of the conference came from 8 countries, and 25 oral presentations and several posters were included in the programme. The venue was the historic building of the Forestry, Wood Industry and Geological Collection in downtown Sopron.
The conference program included a plenary session in the morning on the topic of wood products and wood based construction. After having some typical Hungarian food for dinner in one of the quaint nearby restaurants, the participants had a choice of two sessions, one on wood properties and testing and one on wood processing and modification. The afternoon presentations were followed by a brief poster session. At the end of the one-day conference participants were invited for an exclusive dinner where they had some further chance to network and enjoy some good Hungarian hospitality.
Feedback from the participants showed the conference to have been a success. The next conference is to be organised in the fall of 2009, and may be co-organised by the Faculty of Wood Sciences at the University of West Hungary, Sopron, and by the BOKU Institute of Wood Science and Technology in Vienna, Austria (negotiations are underway).
