Call for abstracts

Abstracts for oral presentations and posters are solicited under four subthemes:

2) Children and nature – how do we develop urban forests that promote use by children and youths, e.g. for educational and health purposes?
3) Participatory urban forestry – sharing experiences about collaboration between planners, managers, interest groups and residents 
4) Strategic and innovative urban forestry – how to we successfully develop urban forests for the future, linking up to major political agendas, using concepts such as green infrastructure, marketing of green values, etc.? 
Abstracts of about 300 words and with full authors details should be submitted to Mr. John Raggers, john.raggers@wur.nl, no later than March 11, 2009. Abstracts should address the overall theme of the EFUF and/or at least one of the subthemes. The programme committee will make a selection of abstracts deemed suitable for oral presentation, in addition to several invited speakers under each subtheme. Other abstracts can be developed into a poster.

About the European Forum on Urban Forestry (EFUF)

EFUF is an annual event, providing a meeting place for practitioners, scientists and educators involved with the planning and management of urban forests (from woodland to urban parks and street trees). The Forum is associated with the International Union of Forest Research Organisations’ (IUFRO) urban forestry group, as well as with several European and Nordic networks for urban forestry. Participants come from across Europe, as well as from other parts of the world. Every year, the EFUF takes up an actual theme within urban forestry, such as financing, public involvement, partnerships, and management innovations. The first edition of the EFUF was held in Wuppertal, Germany, in 1998. The 2009 edition will be the 12th EFUF. It will be the second time that the Forum is held in The Netherlands, after the joint Dutch-Belgian EFUF held in 2003.
