Meeting Report
IUFRO Working Party 4.04.03 SilvaPlan

24 -  28 August 2009

1. Opening:

The Working Party meeting took place at the premises of the forestry department of the South Tyrol government at Bozen. Thanks to the assistance of the forestry department the meeting could be held in a productive atmosphere.
On behalf of the Director of the department, Unterthiner, head of the forest planning section welcomed the participants and explained the administrative and forest ownership structure of South Tyrol in detail. A complementary presentation of assessment methods and related tools was given at the Forestry School at Latemar. 
The day ended with a social gathering at the School Salern with the participation of the Department Director, Profanter, who presented the multiple issues of forest management related to nature conservation and tourism in the South Tyrol region.  

2. Reports:

Griess and Prüller reported on the status of activities which had been previously forwarded by the non participating authors. 
Turkish: Çolak reported by Email that the Turkish version was almost finished and would be printed by the end of the year. No further details were given. 
German: In a telephone conversation Kurth expressed his regrets about his late cancellation. He confirmed that he would honor his promise on participating in the revision of the German version made at the Erfurt meeting. 
English: Prüller reported that the work on the revised English version had made good progress and for budget reasons it would be printed before the end of the year. Some chapters were presented at the meeting. All authors will receive the full text of the amended text parts in mid-October and are requested to send their comments as soon as possible. 
Polish: From a telephone conversation with Smykala at the beginning of the year Griess reported that Smykala had finished the review of the complete Polish version of the terminology as promised at the Warsow meeting.
Slowene: It was a great pleasure that for the first time a representative of Slovenia took part in the meeting. Matiješić informed that he had worked through the documents received at his meeting with Griess and Prüller in fall 2008. He was confident that he could finish the work on the Slovene terminology in time for presenting the printed version at the IUFRO World Congress. There did not see any problems for financing the printing. 
There are no reports on other incomplete language versions. Contacts made with Margarida Tome on the Portuguese were not yet successful. Unfortunately the written contact with Gál on the status of the final version in Hungarian language did not show any result either. This confirms the experience made that personal contacts are by far more efficient than contacts in writing. In a conversation with Nicke, Griess suggested that she should evaluate the past work on the Russian version. Nicke promised to get in contact with Prüller on this matter.
3. Discussion on future work and thematic orientation of 4.04.03:

Griess began the discussion by asking if all collaborators had access to the electronic IUFRO News. As this was not the case for some group members, Prüller suggested including those persons on the mailing list for IUFRO News in the future. This was done already for others including non-IUFRO officeholders.  
Another discussion point was on the future leadership of the group after the official retirement of Griess from the coordinator’s office. Finally Mrs. Anka Nicke was asked to take over the position. Nicke accepted to take over the responsibility for the next term. Griess will inform the IUFRO Board. Nicke asked for more time regarding the nomination of her deputies. 
The discussion on a revision of the German version was followed up. The general opinion was that in the eleven years after the first publication of the German version forest management planning has become more inclusive, in particular by the influence from nature and environmental conservation on the management of forest enterprises.  It is thus important to incorporate a number of technical terms from these subject areas. The selection of terms should not exclusively be done from literature surveys but also through contacts with practitioners. The participants in the German Working Group on forest management planning (Deutsche Arbeitsgemeinschaft Forsteinrichtung) would be an option. It would be useful to present the work of 4.04.03 at one of their meetings and subsequently invite individual interested colleagues to help with the selection of new technical terms. This would also contribute to the visibility of the terminology in the Germano-phone countries. Additionally, the possible establishment of an electronic discussion/working group, e.g. through the IUFRO homepage, was considered. Nicke and Prüller will evaluate this option. 
In this context, the discussion started in Erfurt about formats and types of publications and on media contacts and contacts between group members, was pursued. In an electronic exchange of opinions attention should be paid to an adequate possibility of text correction in the preparatory phase and that publication of results is subject to intellectual property rights.   
Subsequent to the working meeting an excursion to the Puster Valley took place, where influences of tourism and nature conservation on forest management could be demonstrated.  
With cordial thanks to Unterthiner and to the department of forestry South Tyrol, Griess closed the working meeting.
