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Background
Forests are main components of the terrestrial ecosystem whose functions include supplying forest products, mitigating climate change, preserving biodiversity, and conserving water and soils. Sustainable forest management is critical for regional economic, social, and environmental benefits. However, with the fast-growing economy and the increasing population, the over exploitation of land resource has caused the increasing pressure on forests. Demands for products from forests such as clean air good water resources, biodiversity, and adjustment of climate have been rising in recent years. Therefore, sustainable forest management is increasingly recognized as an important means to mitigate and adapt to climate change.
In order to promote knowledge exchanges of the latest scientific findings in sustainable forest management and to strengthen international collaborations in implementing forest management adapting to climate change, Chinese Society of Forestry(CSF), International Union for Forest Research Organizations(IUFRO) and International Union for Conservation of Nature(IUCN) will co-sponsor the Second Forest Science Forum——International Conference on Sustainable Forest Management Adapting to Climate Change.
