From 1272 to 1911, Beijing was capital of three dynasties such as Yuan, Ming and Qing. Beijing became the capital of new China since 1949 when People’s Republic of China was founded. Now, Beijing is a political and cultural center as well as center of international contacts of China. With total area of 16,868 square km, Beijing is situated at 115.20 – 117.32 E, 39.23 – 41.05 N, which is at same latitude as Rome, Madrid and Philadelphia. Beijing is in warm temperate and semi moisture zone with clear four seasons. Spring and autumn in Beijing are short, whereas, winter and summer are longer. The average annual temperature is 12.8 centigrade. January is the coldest and July is the warmest month in Beijing. The total rainfall is 370 mm. Beijing is a famous hometown of “Beijing ape”. Forbidden city, Great Wall, Ape site of Zhou Kou Dian, Heaven Temple, Summer Palace and Ming Tombs are listed into world culture heritage of the United Nations. To Beijing, what you see and feel is not only the ancient empire's majestic solemnity, heavy life, but also the modern city's trendy downtown, high-speed convenient. Weather

October in Beijing is sunny, cool and comfortable. The average daily temperature is about 13°C, with highs of around 18°C and lows of around 8°C. It is an ideal time for tourists to enjoy the beautiful sites of Beijing.
Electricity

The electric current used in China is 220V 50Hz. 

Currency and Banking

Chinese Yuan(Renminbi) is the only currency used in China. Money exchanges by cash or traveler’s checks can be made at the branches of the Bank of China at Beijing capital Airport, hotels and tourist stores. Banks usually open at 9:00am and close at 5:00 pm every day of the week. Credit cards such as American Express, Master Card and Visa etc. can be used for payment at hotels and tourist stores. When visitors leave China, they can change the remaining amount of CNY back into foreign cash at the airport prior to their departure from China.
