	“George Varley award for excellence in Forest Entomology”
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Basis for selection of awardee: This award is presented to a senior scientist (i.e., somebody typically entering retirement) in recognition for their contribution to the science of forest insect research

Timing: Award is made irregularly at a 7.03.00 working party meeting.

Selection procedures: Any 7.03.xx WP or RG leaders may nominate. Final decision made by RG 7.03.00 coordinators plus deputies
Physical description: A simple plaque.  Funding for this is typically provided by RG leaders.
Note: George Varley was a British insect ecologist who was well known, both for his work on forest insect population dynamics, but also for his leadership of the first entomological working party in IUFRO
	“Forest Health Achievement Award”
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Basis for selection of awardee: This award is presented to a scientist in recognition for their work in IUFRO Division 7
Timing: Award is made irregularly at Division 7 business meeting during IUFRO Congress
Selection procedures: Any Division 7 leaders may nominate. Final decision made by Division 7 coordinator with deputies.
Physical description: A simple plaque.  Funding for this is typically provided by D7 leaders.
