2) Meeting report (max. 100 words per paragraph)
Key issues discussed/latest findings in the field:

a) Artificial regeneration will continue to the restoration and reforestation, especially in the process of forest ecosystems recovery after the collapse due to natural disasters.
b) Container nursery technology contributed to the development of silviculture methods, in particular: the seed and forest nursery techniques and forest mechanization.
c) The use of seedlings with covered root system on the degraded areas, agricultural lands also post disaster areas it is preferred for reasons of silviculture and economics.
d) Production of seedlings in container technology allowed the putting into silviculture the mycorrhiza plants and their use for reforestation on degraded areas.
Conclusions (if possible, summarize key conclusions across presentations):
Scientists postulate the conducting of research programs on experimental plots with forest communities of different age in order to investigate their current biometric parameters and overall health. Analyzing of young forest impact on carbon sequestration, as well as verification of the theses about the legitymacy of container seedlings utilization; the use of mycorrhiza technology, efficiency of mineral fertilization and finding the best way of the arboriculture on degraded and post disaster areas. 
Outlook to future activities (proceedings, future meetings, other):
It is necessary to conduct research and experiments on the improvement of container seedlings production technology. Mainly to optimize fertilization and irrigation, optimal properties of the substrate for best biometric parameters of seedlings. The demand for good quality of seedlings is associated to recent catastrophic events in Europe i.e.: severe wind, drought, floods, and other natural disturbance events have resulted in significant losses to forest habitat. These events also threaten the long-term productivity of forest ecosystems, through destabilization of water balance, changes in soil properties, disturbance of ecological balance and low resistance to biotic factors. All efforts to maintain the stability of forest ecosystems will always be the center of attention of scientists and foresters.
Background information (meeting context):
The Second International Conference on Reforestation Challenges was an opportunity for scientists to gather and present results and relate experiences from research areas relevant to reforestation. Conference objectives were to provide an opportunity for dynamic and ongoing cooperation between researchers, and to present results of the conference in a thematic publication covering all aspects of the reforestation process. The conference presentations filled the gaps in knowledge regarding successes and failures in reforestation practices. Overall, the conference highlighted challenges of reforestation and provided some solutions, by contribution to interactions between researchers and practitioners. All resear-chers, and particularly young ones, got additional support and opportunity to exchange information and to build their research network and collaborative abilities.
