For voluntary expert cooperation, you can join any of the 9 scientific Divi-
sions, over 50 Research Groups, more than 180 Working Parties, and 10
interdisciplinary Task Forces. Around 700 voluntary officeholders currently
coordinate these units.

You can also participate in the activities of Special Programmes, Projects
and IUFRO-led Initiatives such as IUFRO‘s Special Programme for Develop-
ment of Capacities (SPDC), IUFRO’s Project on World Forests, Society and
Environment (WFSE), the Global Forest Information Service (GFIS) and the
Global Forest Expert Panels (GFEP); and regional Chapters.

70 meetings are held on average every year and major IUFRO World
Congresses take place every 5 years.
