2) Meeting report (max. 100 words per paragraph)
The 20th International Nondestructive Testing and Evaluation (NDTE) of Wood Symposium was held at the USDA Forest Products Laboratory (FPL), September 12-15, 2017, in Madison, Wisconsin, USA. Co-sponsored by Forest Products Soceity (FPS) and the International Union of Forest Research Organizations (IUFRO), it attracted scientists and practitioners in the field from 18 countries. Over 60 technical presentations were made, covering a broad range of nondestructive testing and evaluation related topics. Several equipment development firms showcased their products during the symposium’s poster session.

Key issues discussed/latest findings in the field:

The opening session, “Nondestructive Evaluation—Application and Research Needs,” included keynote speakers from around the globe who presented the state-of-the-art technologies in nondestructive testing and evaluation of wood. Research results presented in 12 technical sessions covered a broad spectrum—including inforest wood property assessment, urban tree defect assessment and risk analysis, evaluation of seedlings and young trees for genetic improvement, evluation of roundwood, structureal timber and engineered wood products, as well as condition assessment of wood structures. 
Conclusions (if possible, summarize key conclusions across presentations):
The technical content of the 20th symposium is captured in the proceedings. Full-length, in-depth technical papers for the oral presentations and several of the poster presentations are published. 
Outlook to future activities (proceedings, future meetings, other):
The proceedings has been published by the USDA Forest Products Laboratory (see attached).

It will be held on September 24-27, 2019 in Freiberg, Germany.
