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The historical development of forest biometrics and modeling research over the past half-century has been punctuated with notable successes. With funding from various sources, forest biometricians have appropriated advances in the fields of statistics, applied mathematics, computer science, remote sensing and other related disciplines to advance the science and practice of forest mensuration and modeling.

The past has been instructive, yet current challenges and future uncertainties lie ahead. What are these challenges and uncertainties? What have forest biometricians learned from past successes that might be effective in current and future research environments? How would forest mensuration and modeling help to improve forest management under uncertainty and changing land use, resource conditions, ecosystem services, and markets? What new skills and approaches are likely to be required to be successful in the future? Identifying these present research challenges and considering how best to move forward into an uncertain future will be the subject of this meeting.
In this meeting, we will celebrate the scientific achievements of Prof. Harold Burkhart and any contribution dedicated to himself and/or his research topics are very welcome.
