Objectives of the Symposium

This symposium will discuss modern skills required for improving the lives of people through economic, environmental, ecological and social benefits of forests and will focus on:
· wildlife conservation and management,

· efficient enforcement of forest law and environmental legislation, and

· sustainable utilization of forest products.
The main goal of the symposium will be to enhance the well-being of local people by increasing the efficiency and capacity of human potential by improving and diversifying education methods for all ages, creating the development of local innovation, transfer and adaptation of international best practices and technologies, and developing skills required for the local labor market. The objectives of symposium will focus on the interrelations between the goals of the IUFRO 5.12.00, 8.02.05 and 9.06.00 research groups and the intersection of „ecosystem services", "forest and wildlife legislation", "wildlife habitat relations" and “education in forestry and wildlife management”.
One of the foremost objectives and challenges of the symposium is to stimulate and facilitate communication among researchers and practitioners. To accomplish this objective, this IUFRO International Symposium will:
· Create the opportunity for specialists from different countries, to get network and discuss the new legal situation in the forest and wildlife management in European and global context;
· Provide a forum for scientists and practitioners involved in forest and wildlife (game) legislation, intended to exchange experiences in the formulation, implementation and administration of new laws related to wildlife habitats and game management;
· Compare existing and new legislation in forest and wildlife management;

· Encourage and support discussion on open questions and impending problems to be identified during this meeting.

Workshop in context of the symposium

Workshop Series: An ideation and consultation workshop to asses and explore the tools, modules and cases of the Sustainable Forest Management Toolbox This workshop will engage students and young professionals, and all participants of the symposium in an ideation session to explore and reflect on their educational needs as young foresters and lifelong learners in the modern forestry world. How are students being served by their formal education systems? What gaps exist? And what where is the need for new tools to assist in their learning and future knowledge development? Together we will generate ideas, areas of inspiration and stories of the typical forester in the region and then explore the SFM toolbox in relation to these identified personas. 

A second workshop will be focused in line with themes of the symposium. Four case studies on Human and Wildlife Conflict from various regions and focus on various challenges will be developed. Participants will explore the case studies and utilize the Human Wildlife Conflict Toolkit to brainstorm solutions to common conflict types. All participants will present their solutions to one another in a knowledge sharing event to conclude the session.
· Background

The 1st International Symposium on "Experiences with new forest and environmental laws in European countries with economies in transition" was held in Ossiach, Austria in June 1998, followed by another such meeting, again in Ossiach, in September/October 1999. The 3rd International Symposium was held in Jundola, Bulgaria in the mid-June, 2001, followed by the IUFRO 6.13.00 group meetings in Jaunmokas, Latvia 8 - 10 August, 2002, then in Zidlochovice, Czech Republic in 28 – 31 May 2003, and after that follow-up symposia took place in Poiana Brasov, Romania, in 16 – 20 June 2004; in Zlatibor Mt., Serbia, in 11 – 15 May 2005; in Istanbul, Turkey, in 10 – 14 May, 2006; in Zikatar, Armenia, in 19 – 23 June 2007; in Sarajevo, Bosnia and Herzegovina, in 7 – 9 May, 2008; in Zvolen, Slovakia, in May 13 – 15, 2009; in Larnaca, Cyprus, in 30 May – 2 June, 2010; in Kaunas, Lithuania, in May 18 – 20, 2011; in Minsk, Republic of Belarus, in September 19 – 21, 2012; in Tirana, Republic of Albania, in May 14 – 17, 2013; in Brasov, Romania, in May 20 – 22, 2015; as well as in Prague, Czech Republic in May 18 – 20, 2016.
Topics of papers

There is a large array of Working Groups interests including:

1. Translation of political ideas related to forest and wildlife (hunting) laws since 1990s – that focus on the realization, enforcement measures, incentives and others legal provisions;
2. Balance between forestry and wildlife conservation at public and/or private property level;
3. Conflict between regulations in forest laws and wildlife related legislation;
4. Interventions in statutory restrictions on property – preconditions, extent.

Under the umbrella of these four topics mentioned, we would like to discuss in 2018 the latest items related to forestry and wildlife legislation including:

1. Eco-village as an umbrella of ecosystem services", "wildlife habitat relations" and “Life Long Learning”.
2. Legal trends in forest and wildlife “Vocational Education and Training” and “Life Long Learning”.
3. Forest and wildlife law enforcement.
4. Synergy between forest and wildlife legislation and United Nations Sustainable Development Goals.
5. Between discourse and reality: legacy and wildlife habitat relations in context of village sustainability. 

6. Blockchain in wildlife and forestry: contribution of forest products for local people.
7. Public wildlife on private land: legislation and administration. 
Participants 
The symposium will be limited to 100 participants. In order to exchange updated information and enable fruitful discussions, one person representing policy makers (Forest Administration, State Civil Service) and one scientist or stakeholder per each country would be ideal. Representatives from South-Eastern European as well as Central Asian countries are particularly encouraged to participate.
